And here you have a
people who won it by themselves and need only the help to preserve it.

| can suggest is to forget about yourself and just think of your people.
It's always the people who make things happen.

It wasn't until we got over the self pity that we were able to accept
suffering as apart of our life with Christ. A man or woman reaches this
plane only when he or she ceases to be the hero.

The only thing | can really offer the Filipino people is my sincerity.
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| just do whatever it is that | believe | should do, regardless of the risks
to my life.

You, the foreign media, have been the companion of my people in its
long and painful journey to freedom.

| know my limitations, and | don't like politics. | was only involved
because of my husband.

| acknowledged that | owed my presidency to People Power. | resolved
during my presidency that | would in turn empower the people.

| would like to ask the many Filipino people to pray together, to help
each other so that we will be able to preserve the democracy we
restored 20 years ago.

The politicians think that | have not included enough of them; the
nonpoliticians think that | have gone back to the old ways; and the
mass public groups think | have forgotten them.

| salute the 51 congressmen who voted (for the impeachment
complaints.) It's not over yet. There will always be hope.

It's very simple, | just tell my sad story, and people weep.

Let's continue to pray for each other and ask the Lord to bring us closer
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to each other. He (God) will bring us not only 79 votes, but more than
79 (votes).
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
